At THE CITADEL
AND CHATEAU

C hurchill and Roosevelt established their
quarters at the Citadel, the official residence
of the Governor General. Some 600 officers,
assisted by administrative staff, took over the
Chateau Frontenac, which had been requisitioned
for the occasion by the Canadian government.
Canadian, American and British journalists
stayed at the Hotel Clarendon, whereas radio
journalists and newsreel crews put up at the
Chateau Normandie. With major decisions
expected at the conference, over 150 media
representatives converged on Québec City to
cover the event.

Security was extremely tight, with some one
thousand soldiers guarding the city and the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police handling delegate
security. Anti-aircraft guns were strategically
deployed throughout the area, and a squadron

of Spitfire fighter planes was kept on alert.
Never had the capital been so well protected.

iven the secrecy surrounding the

discussions, journalists covering the
event were reduced to speculation. The final
press release reported that talks had focused
primarily on the war against Japan, thereby
justifying the absence of the third Allied leader,
Joseph Stalin. In reality, however, the main
decisions concerned the war in Europe.

“Wouldn’t it be wonderful,” declared the host of
the conference, Canadian prime minister William
Lyon MacKenzie King, “if history were'to retell
that it was in Québec City that the liberation

of France was assured.” In fact, plans for the
